TONIGHT'S MATCHUP

ESU looks to further solidify its top two spot in the PSAC East standings with tonight's
contest at Millersville. The Marauders (8-9, 5-8) have lost two straight, including a 65-56
loss at Gannon on Saturday, but they remain in a tie for fourth place in the division, 4.5
games back of the Warriors in second place.

LAST TIME OUT

So. G Sadie Cresswell totaled 15 points off the bench, while Sr. G Imani Brown and
Fr. F Marlene Bassett had 14 points apiece to help ESU to a 69-59 win over Kutztown at
Koehler Fieldhouse on Saturday. The Warriors (11-5, 9-3 PSAC) had a season-high 19
steals while forcing 28 turnovers by the Golden Bears (10-8, 5-7 PSAC). Brown had four
of those steals, while freshman Abby Schoffstall and sophomores Jordan Hertz, Tiffany
Lapotsky and Dominique Rayam had three each.

BROWN CONTINUES RISE UP ESU SCORING RANKS

With her 14 points on Saturday, Brown increased her career total to 1,048, moving
her ahead of DeAnna Rayam (2006-10) for 14th place all-time in ESU program history.
She is only two behind Rose Mohl (1981-85) for 13th place heading into Wednesday's road
matchup. Brown also went 2 for 4 from 3-point range vs. Kutztown, giving her 125 made
3's for her career. That ties her with Niki Cox (2001-05) for third place in program history.

Brown has scored 10+ points in 15 of 16 games this season and 20+ pointsin 9 of 16
contests. She has also dished out 3.8 assists per game in the past eight contests, including
a career-high eight (most by an ESU player this season) at West Chester last Wednesday.
Brown ranks tied for second in the PSAC in scoring (20.3 ppg) and sixth in steals/gm (2.5).

COACHING MILESTONE FOR DECKER

ESU head coach Diane Decker will celebrate her 100th game in charge of the program
on Wednesday. Decker has accumulated a 57-42 record during her first four seasons as
head coach (interim 2007-08, HC 2015-present), leading the Warriors to the PSAC playoffs
every year. ESU had a four-game win improvement during her first season in 2015-16, and
the Warriors added an additional five wins last winter (19-9, 14-8 PSAC) while advancing to
the PSAC Final Four for the first time since 2007.
