TODAY’S MATCHUP

The ESU women'’s basketball team opens a three-game homestand with a matchup
against Millersville inside Koehler Fieldhouse. The Warriors and Marauders meet for the
first time this season and will play once more on Mar. 2nd to close the regular season.

LAST TIME OUT

The Warriors outscored Kutztown 42-41 in the second half of action on Saturday but
would be unable to stop Rylee Derr, who went 9-of-12 from 3-point range for the Golden
Bears. ESU tallied a season-high 20 steals and forced Kutztown into 32 turnovers.

So. Marlene Bassett hit 6-0f-12 shots from the field and tallied 16 points for the
Warriors. Bassett also went 4-of-4 at the free-throw line to go along with two steals and
one block.

Jr. Tiffany Lapotsky recorded 10 or more points in her 12th consecutive game for the
Warriors, tallying 14. Lapotsky went 7-of-8 at the charity stripe for ESU and is shooting
73.2 percent from the line this season.

Lapotsky and So. Abby Schoffstall combined for 12 steals in the contest as Schoffstall
set a career-high with 6.

WARRIORS NOTES

Lapotsky has scored 10 or more points in 17 of ESU’s 19 games this season and has
tallied 20 or more points five-times. She has recorded 10 or more points in each of her
last 12 outings for the Warriors, which currently ranks fifth all-time. Jackie Yandrisevits
recorded 27 consecutive 10+ point games during the 2008-09 season, the most since
2002-03.

Jr. Jordan Hertz ranks seventh in Division Il in assist turnover ratio (2.86) and ranks
12th in total assists (103). Her 5.4 assists per game rank 14th in Division Il and lead the
PSAC. Hertz tallied her 150th career steal on Saturday and ranks 39th in steals (46).

LOOKING AHEAD
ESU plays host to Shippensburg on Feb. 6 as the Warriors and Raiders will meet for
the second time this season. The Warriors tallied a 68-64 victory at Shippensburg on Jan.
5. The Warriors wrap-up their three-game homestand on Feb. 9 against Mansfield at 1 p.m.

Millersville is 2-3 over its last five outings
and are 2-5 on the road this season. Their lone
road-win in the PSAC came against Clarion on
Dec. 18.

Lauren Lister has paced the Marauders this
season, averaging 21.1 points per game, which
ranks third in the PSAC. She also ranks eighth in
the league in field-goal percentage (50.7%).

The Marauders are ranked eighth in field-
goal percentage and sixth in 3-point field-goal
percentage.
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WILD WILD EAST

ESU (8-11, 5-7) currently finds itself in a three-way tie for fourth in the PSAC East
standings with Lock Haven and West Chester. The Warriors defeated the Bald Eagles
on Jan. 9 inside Koehler Fieldhouse and dropped an 84-75 decision against the Golden
Rams. All-three teams sit one game behind Shippensburg (10-10, 6-6) for third-place.

Bloomsburg (13-6, 9-3) have won each of its last four outings and sits atop the
PSAC East standings. Kutztown (8-4, 10-9) has won two games in a row and sits just a
game back of the Huskies. Bloomsburg and Kutztown play on Feb. 6 in Kutztown with
a battle for control of the division on the line.

LAPOTSKY LEADS THE CHARGE

Lapotsky has crossed the double-digit mark in scoring 17 times this season
through 19 contests for ESU. The junior from Ashland, Pa. has scored 20 or more
points five times this season and tallied a career-high 30 points at home on Jan. 23
against West Chester. She set a career-high in rebounds with 13 in a win at Seton Hill,
which also marked her lone double-double of the season.

Lapotsky has recorded 10 or more points in each of her last 12 outings for the
Warriors, which currently ranks fifth all-time for a single-season. Jackie Yandrisevits
recorded 27 consecutive 10+ point games during the 2008-09 season, the most for an
ESU player since 2002-03.

SUPERLATIVES CENTRAL

The Warriors are 3-5 in games this season when making less than 10 free-
throws. The Warriors also have played in five games where they have went to the
free-throw line less than 10 times.

ESU is shooting 30.2 percent as a team from 3-point range this season and
has connected on five or more 3's in a contest 14 times. The Warriors have hit 10
3-pointers in a game twice but are 0-2 in those contests.

Of its 18 games this season, ESU has played 10 that have been decided by nine
points or less, including a 65-64 win at home against Mercyhurst. The Warriors are
5-5 in those contests but find themselves sporting a 3-5 mark in games that are
decided by 10 points or more.

BASSETT LOOKS TO GET BACK ON TRACK

Bassett has scored 10 or more points in a game 12 times this season but has just
four double-digit outings over her last 10 contests. She currently ranks fourth in the
conference in field-goal percentage (53.6) and 36th in Division II.

She connected on 83 percent of her shots (10-0f-12) in scoring a career-
high 25 points at home against Slippery Rock on Dec. 3. She would follow-up that
performance by notching the first double-double (21 pts, 13 reb) of her career in an
overtime loss at Edinboro on Dec. 8.

Bassett scored 18 points and blocked three shots for ESU in an 81-60 victory at
home against Lock Haven. She went 9-of-17 from the field and just missed matching
her career-high in field-goals made (10).
